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Low Impact Development is a soft
technology approach to site development
that slows, detains, and infiltrates storm
water runoff in order to reduce impacts to
creeks, rivers, groundwater and the ocean.

In new development, the goal is to mimic the
pre-development storm water runoff charac-
teristics: flow rates, duration, and volume.

In redevelopment, the goal is to prevent
further impacts to impaired water bodies.

Certain types of new and redevelopment
projects in the unincorporated area must
include Low Impact Development measures.

This guide provides an overview of the types
of measures that would meet County
requirements for Low Impact Development,
and how those measures relate to other
County requirements such as policy and
zoning consistency, and public health and
safety.

Impact

rm Water Runoff

Slowing and reducing storm water
runoff prevents pollutants and flash
flows from causing damage to creeks
and creek habitat.

Permitting Process

ThePlanning & Development Department
(P&D) has primary responsibility for
reviewing and approving new and redevel-
opment in the unincorporated areas of
Santa Barbara County consistent with
County Code and policies.

P&Dds Devel opment
sees the initial permit submittal, review,
and approval process, while the Building &
Safety Division oversees the construction
and building process.

Planners coordinate closely with other
County departments for technical support.

Public Works Departmenfor public road-
ways (Traffic & Transportation), peak runoff
control and development within the flood-
plain (Flood Control District), and storm
water treatment (Project Clean Water); and

Public Health Departmenfor septic
systems, mosquito management, and
waste management (Environmental Health
Services).
